This spring the Museum of Contemporary Art Jacksonville will continue Rainbow Artists: Art and Autism Across the Spectrum, an education initiative designed to address the needs of children with autism spectrum disorders. The goals of Rainbow Artists are to:

1. Improve social skills and involvement of peers within an art setting, using art-making as an instrument of communication

2. Foster the development of creative art-making skills, using a variety of art mediums and subjects

3. Increase familiarity and acceptance of new sensory stimuli through the use of multiple art materials with varying textures, smells, shapes, colors, and sounds

4. Provide experience in an art museum setting that will enable children to explore art in the galleries, enjoy interactive time with peers and art-making time in MOCA art studios

Rainbow Artists:  Spring Break 2009 Exclusive ASD Art Camp is a specialized one-week art camp for children with ASD.  Children will participate in intensive experiences that will be presented in a museum setting within five half-day sessions.  This consecutive learning opportunity will foster social interaction among peers, exploration of creative play, familiarity and acceptance of new sensory stimuli and development of art-making skills.

Camp Dates:  March 30 – April 3, 9am – 1pm

Space is limited to 14 participating children. 

Representative student artwork will be displayed as part a planned exhibition to celebrate National Autism Awareness Month in April of 2009. All work will be returned following the exhibition.
